1911 Traditional and Modern Category Rules 

 

“1911 Traditional” (1911T) and “1911 Modern” (1911M) categories are available 
to shooters only at Texican Rangers monthly Sunday Shooting matches. These 

two categories are not to be confused with Wild Bunch Modern and Traditional 
which are only available at Wild Bunch matches subject to SASS Wild Bunch 
rules. Either category may also be subdivided to provide for a Ladies category. 

The rules for these two categories are as follows: 
 
1) Shoot the same target sequence as Cowboy Action Shooters. 

 
2) Use any SASS-acceptable rifle. 

 
3) Use any SASS-acceptable shotgun which will be loaded on the clock.  

 

4) Use a 1911 pistol with one additional magazine reloaded to replace the 
“second’ revolver. 
a) Start the stage with (at least) two magazines loaded with 5 rounds each. 

b) Movement will ONLY take place at slide lock; no tactical reloads. 
c) Trigger finger to remain outside the trigger guard except when shooting. 

 
5) Traditional shooters must shoot a 1911 meeting SASS Wild Bunch 

Traditional requirements one handed. 

 
6) Modern shooters may shoot a 1911 meeting SASS Wild Bunch Modern 

requirements two handed.
